The Fishing Party is today calling on the NSW Iemma Government to fully commit to cleaning up the Sydney Harbor dioxin contamination.

Robert Smith, the party chairman said this contamination has gone on long enough without proper remediation or proper health scrutiny for the communities, who have been eating the affected seafood all these years.
The Fishing Party will be campaigning to have the clean-up of Homebush Bay one of a number of their key issues in the March 2007 state election. Twenty six hectares of contamination area needs to be fully cleaned as a start to having healthier seafood and a healthier waterway in the metropolitan electorates. Marine Parks won’t fix this mess Mr Iemma, Debus and Macdonald. 
Government must also provide an ongoing free medical service where concerned citizens and recreational fishers are able to be tested, treated and monitored for any serious side effects from this long- term consumption of the dioxin affected seafood. The NSW Labor government was well aware of this problem as far back as 1997 and has sat on its hands knowing quite well the health dangers. It has already been proven to be a problem with commercial fishers so it surely must be a problem for the vast recreational seafood anglers and their families.
