Statement of the Platform or Objectives:

Fishing Platform
· Is an independent political party.

· Will re-evaluate the necessity for Recreational Fishing Licenses with possible alternate funding

· Will support and campaign total access rights for low impact sustainable fishing.

· Will encourage and protect customary and traditional use of the marine resource.

· Will address and campaign a centre line approach to fisheries management - legislation and (Marine Protected Areas if proven to be needed).

· Oppose the current/proposed NSW Government Marine Park No-Fishing Zones.

· Will call for and support moratoriums on MPA’s, demanding properly funded localised research and move that all existing zones be declared general use.

· Will demand proper stakeholder consultation and participation in the process.

· Will consider no-take fishing zones only if no other actions are appropriate.

· Condemn the Labor/Greens Marine Park deal.

· Will campaign politically to end the NSW Labor 16 year lockout agenda on both the land and water.

· Will continue to oppose the Greens and extremists anti-fishing agenda.

· Support in principal, the Coalition Marine Park Election announcement (written one) but not limited to.
